It takes a full twelve months for a WOW toy to get from a design board to the consumer and the results are clear; special toys of the highest quality are being enjoyed by children in over 33 counties around the world.  
In the wake of the multi-million dollar recall of Chinese made toys last year, parents are now justifiably concerned when buying toys for their children. At WOW we have always taken the matter of toy safety very seriously.  
We only source the highest grade raw materials to ensure our quality toys are extremely safe and durable and through rigorous quality control measures, we can be confident that our high standards are permanently maintained.
WOW’s bright, eye catching colours are all water based and non-toxic.  You won’t find any lead paint, PVC or dangerous chemicals in any of our toys.  We comply with European Standards for toy safety, EN 71 Parts 1, 2, 3 and 9.  Each one of our toys was re-tested in 2007 and exceeded EN 71 safety regulations as well as ASTM F963-03, the Standard Consumer Specification in the USA.  
Not content to test our toys to standard safety certifications, we at WOW like to go the extra mile especially if it puts our consumers’ minds at rest. 
In 2007, we tested our whole toy range again to include *EN 71 test Part 9, test for *PAH, test for *Total Cadmium and test for *Phalates. Although not legally required, we feel that with the inclusion of these extra safety tests, we can be true to our word when we say that “WOW toys are totally safe for children to play with.”
· *EN71 Parts 9; Monomers, Solvent migration, Plasticizers
· *PAH; Polycyclic Aromatic Hydrocarbons; may be present in black plastics or rubber materials existing as a residue of tar oil.  May be dangerous if ingested
· *Total Cadmium: a heavy metal used in coatings, plastics and paint known as a human carcinogen

· Phalates; found in PVC.  They are chemicals added to PVC to make it soft and pliable but can leak out of the plastic and exposure to phalates is linked to birth defects especially boys. PVC creates hazards through it’s lifecycle and contains additives that can be dangerous to human health
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
